Joseph de Guignes, who served as French
consul at Guandong, compiled this dictionary of
Chinese characters by order of Napoleon. The
meanings of 14,000 Chinese characters are
written in French and Latin with Chinese
pronunciations. This dictionary made it possible
to look up words from Chinese character
radicals and the total number of strokes. The
Chinese character with the most strokes, which
is “G&” written out four times, is included in
this dictionary.
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
