This is a Japanese translation of a famous Chinese novel
called The Water Margin. The series consist of 90 volumes.
In this series, Hokusai used gradation technique to depict
clouds and express the atmosphere of the scene. He
sometimes used striking compositions by protruding
dragons, rocks, swords and so force out of the frame, and
created powerful scenes. Hokusai’s illustrations made the
novel very popular among common people in Japan.
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
